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Online Homework- Lexia & Matific

As discussed at parent group and outlined in the newsletter during Term 3, we will be trialling
online homework in Term 4. Online homework will begin Week 2 to give each family time to
prepare their devices at home this week. For those who expressed foreseeable concerns
regarding online homework last term, we will be offering a PAKZ homework club each week for
students to come in and complete some of their online homework.

Lexia Core5 Reading Program

Over the next 10 weeks, students will be participating in a trial for an online reading program.
Lexia Reading Core5 is a web-based personalised reading skills development program designed
for all abilities from Kindergarten to Year Six.

For this program to work best, your child should access Lexia a couple of times a week. It is
expected that students will access the program at home each week as part of their homework.
Please allow your child to work independently at his or her own pace.

The program is available on laptops, iPads and android devices.On iPads and Android devices,
download the UK version ( Léxia Core5 UK® 9f the app (see attached sheet for setup).

During Term 3, our school competed in a Maths competition run by Matific. As students from K-6
completed so many maths tasks throughout the competition, we were offered with a very
discounted price for a whole school subscription to the Matific program until the end of 2018.

As a result, in addition to Lexia Core5, Matific will now also be used for homework in all stages
during Term 4. Teachers will set tasks for students to complete and will receive data on student
progress to inform teaching. Matific can be used on all devices (see attached sheet for set-

up). Matific tasks set by the teacher can also be downloaded on an iPad and completed without
the internet (see attached help sheet for instructions).

Students will receive their logins for Lexia and Matific this week from their classroom teacher. If
you have any questions, please contact your child® class teacher.

Annual Diocesan Tuition Fees - 2018

Annual Diocesan Tuition Fee can be paid upfront at the start of the year or as three equal instalments.
The fee is only charged for the first three (3} children currently enrolled in the diocese (in other words
there is no additional Diocesan Tuition Fee for the fourth child attending a systemic school in the
diocese or other participating Catholic schools - see "Sibling Discounts’ below). To work out how
much the fee is for each child, chedk the table below.

Annual Diocesan Building Levy - 2018

All families with one or more children in a Parramatta Diocesan school or at St Dominic's College,
Kingswood are required to pay the annual Diocese of Parramatta Diocesan Building Levy. This levy has
replaced the various building levies that parents previously paid to school building funds (managed by
either parishes or schools). The levy for 2018 is $783 per family, payable in three egual
instalments of $261.

Annual Diocesan Education Fee Temporary Residents - 2018

The Diocesan Education Fee Temporary Residents for 2018 is $1,935 per student, payable in thres
equal instalments of $645. The fee applies to new students on the following Visa numbers: 173, 401,
402, 411, 415, 416, 417, 418, 419, 420, 421, 422, 423, 426, 427, 428, 442, 456, 457, 459, 462, 476,
485, 497, 580, &00, 601, 651, &75, 676, 679, 685, 884, 944, 956, 975 and 977 including where any of
these are the preceding visas for families on bridging visas 010 to 090.

Families charged this fee in 2013 will continue to be charged on a per family basis to the eldest student
whilst the family has continuous current students.
